MY PROCESS

| refer to my work as mixed media, which means in my case, | use both paint and paper. | paint the backgrounds
with acrylic paint, and then | collage on top with paper. On the backgrounds | use a brush, or a palette knife, and
sometimes stencils. For the paper on top, | love to use metallic, sparkly and handmade papers. | cut the paper with
scissors, (or sometimes rip it!) and then with adhesive, adhere it on top of the painted background. Occasionally, |

draw on top of that with pens. You may also sometimes see pieces that are made entirely out of paper.

To me, the paper brings it all to life! At one glance it may look like one thing, upon closer inspection, there are more
